3. Straight ties off stage, bow
ties on stage.

4. Smile at the public and
make polite conversation
with them — they could hire
us at a later date.

5. Make sure the dep’s pad is
in order.

6. Make sure you’ve got your
own Kkit.

7. If you can see them, they
can see you — don’t fool
about on stage.

8. Practice your parts between
rehearsals. Don’t worry
about other people playing
theirs, play yours.

9. Know where the venue is
before the day of the job.

10. Contact Paula at least 48
hours before the rehearsal
or gig. Don’t leave it to the
last minute. That’s not fair!

You should always wear:

Clean black shoes

(Clean) Black socks

Shirts and blouses tucked in
Shirts and blouses ironed
Clean black trousers or skirts
Jackets (bow ties) on stage
Shirt sleeves (straight ties)
off stage.

Unless told otherwise, the
order for getting onto the

stand is:
Percussion & Basses,
Back Row, Front Row
Horns, Euphs & Baritones
Trombones bringing up the
rear.
